The Vice Chancellor shared the information on progression in
the number of academic programmes offered by the University
since its starting in 2009. It was also informed that demand
ratio for the ongoing academic session (2017-18) for Masters
programmes was 1:41 and for Ph.D. programmes 1:72.

The other information included status of cumulative student
strength vis-g-vis previous years, filled positions (both
teaching and non-teaching) w.r.t total sanctioned positions,
research projects at CUPB and academic collaborations with
other research and educalional institutions.

The Vice Chancellor also informed that the University has
students from 28 states. He added that the University has
started admitting Ph.D. students twice a ycar w.c.f. January
2018.

The members were informed that the University has over 160
Research Projects of worth more than Rs 57 Cr. &

It was added that following major project have recently been
sanctioned - MoFPI Project proposal worth of Rs. 20.16 Crores
in 3 phases-first phase of Rs. 5.15 crores; NMHS (MoEF&CC)
coordinated Project on Himalayas-Rs.. 4.68 Cr; DST- FIST

- (Human Genetics and Molecular Medicine)-Rs. 97 lacs; Under

"Pandit Madan Mohan Malaviya National Mission on Teachers
and Teaching (PMMMNMT&T)" - School of Education (Dept of
Education)-Rs. 4.86 Cr; Teaching-Learning Centres (TLC),
(Dept of Sucivlugy)-Rs. 96 lacs; CSIR, Dr. Vikas Jaitak, Deptt of
Pharmacentical Sciences and Natural products-Rs. 29.5 lacs;
ICSSR, Dr. Pany, Dept. of Education- Rs. 8 lacs; ICSSR, Dr.

Sumedha Dutta Dept. of Sociology-Rs. 7 lacs.

The 3t Convocation of the University was held on 12t

~ September 2017. Prof. S.S. Johl, Hon'ble Chancellor, was the

Chief Guest on this occasion. As many as 337 degrees including

75 in  absentia, were awarded. For their outstanding
~ performance 24 students were bestowed with gold medals.

To commemorate the "World Heart Day", the University

. organized Health Camp in the University on 29 September
~ 2017. About 250 volunteers registered for various tests such

as measuring blood pressure, blood sugar and other vitals.

As per the directives of MHRD, the University organized
Swacchta Pakhwada from 1stto 15t September 2017. Series of
events were held during this fortnight including hostel
cleaning, mess cleaning, plantation drive, elocution contest,
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essay writing etc. NSS unit of the Umverszty also participated
actively in the Pakhwara.

Further as per the directives of MHRD, the University
organized Hindi Pakhwada from 14t to 18t September 2017.
Series of events/activities were held during this fortnight,
including Essay writing, Singing competition, Poem recitation
etc. Students, staff and faculty actively participated in the

Pakhwara.

The 110% Birth Anniversary of the eminent Hindi poet and
writer Dr. Hariwansh Rai Bachchan was celebrated by
Department of Languages and Comparative Literature on 27th
November 2017. It was also informed that the University
celebrates/ remembers different renowned writers/ poets/

academicians each year.’

Two Day Book Exhibition was organized by the University on
30th & 31st October 2017.

The NSS Cell of University celebrated World AIDS Day on 1st

December 2017. To mark this day, Poster and Painting
competitions were organized.

A 3-day workshop was organizéd on “Advanced W'or‘ksh-op on

Molecular Docking, Virtual Screening and Computational

Biology” in association with Schrodinger INC. USA from 15t to
17% November 2017. Forty three participants from different
Universities/Institutes of north India and Nepal attended the

workshop.

The University celebrated Vigilance Awareness Week on the
theme “My Vision-Corruption Free India” from 30t October to

4th November 2017.

A lecture on Nutrigenomics was dellvered by Dr. Prabhakar
Ranjekar, Fellow of the National Academy of Sciences and

Santosh Kumar and Dr. Deepak Sharma (scientists from BARC)

delivered the lectures.

The University celebrated 69t Republic Day on 26t Jan 2018
at its Main Campus at village Ghudda. Students, NSS volunteers

participated in the different activities on the occasion.

~ The Secretary, informed that the Academic Council of the

University in its 14 meeting resolved to approve starting of
B.Voc. Course in Agriculture (Green Farming Technologies).
The University was running the Community College under
funding from UGC where students were pursuing Diploma in
Green Farming Technologies and Advanced Diploma in Green
Farming Technologies. The UGC in its letter dated 8% August
2017 extended the scheme of Community College till 30t

September 2017.

The Executive Council in its 26% meeting held on 11t
September 2017, considered this issue and resolved that the
Chancellor may be requested to send a letter to UGC/MHRD in
this regard. The Executive Council, further resolved that the
matter be kept in abeyance till outcome of the initiative from
UGC. It was, still further, resolved to take immediale
necessary steps to start a Department to cater the needs of the
community in place of the Community College.

The Hon'ble Chancellor of the University wrote a letter to the.
Chairman of UGC on 18% September 2017. The letter was
presented to the UGC by the Nodal Officer of the scheme and
the Principal, Community College from the University on 19t
September 2017. The University had requested UGC to
provide “No Objection Certificate” to.start Advanced Diploma
and B.Voc. courses. The University officials were informed
that UGC will issue NoC soon and on approval, the courses may
be started from one of the approved Centres/Nepartments.

UGC vide letter No. F.1-81/2015 (CC) dated 13t November
2017 has given permission for utilization of funds allocated

~ under Community College Scheme beyond 12t plan period up

to 31st March 2018. As per directions of the UGC and approval

of the University’s Statutory Bodies, BVoc in Agrlculture

programme has been started.

The Community College will require approximately Rs. 4 lakh
for the course beyond 31st March 2018 for completion of the ;

ongomg year

Further, UGC vide letter No. F.1-81/2015 (CC) dated 23rd
November 2017 has informed that B.Voc. degree programme
may be started by the University as per UGC guidelines with
the available internal resources of the University.

A part of the expenditure will be met from the fees of the
students. Still there will be a requirement of additional funds

of Rs. 4 lakh per semester, as detailed below:
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a) Hiring of Guest Faculty for nearly 600 lectures @Rs.

600/lecture = Rs. 3.6 lakh
b) Other expenditure (hiring of staff, consumable and
miscellaneous) = Rs. 1.8 lakh

c) Funds generated from fee - Rs. 1.4 lakh
d) Additional requirement per semester — Rs. 4 lakh

As per Statute 17(6) of Central Universities Act, 2009,

“All proposals relating to creation of posts, and those items
which have not been included in the budget, shall be examined
by the Finance Committer hefore they are considered by the

Executive Council”.

The budget for this proposal was not included in the initial
budgeting.

The University has a good demand from local village students
for these courses and with additional budgetary approval will

be able to continue the courses.

RESOLVE:

The Finance Committee considered the matter in detail and recommended
that the students who have been admitted, must complete the relevant
course. Since it is a small amount, the University may utilize Rs. 4 lakhs for
continuing Advance Diploma and B.Voc. in Agriculture (Green Farming
Technologies) courses, from within its resources, and with concurrence of

UGC in this regard.
