In the year 2020-21, as the COVID-19 pandemic raged through the world, the Central University of Punjab rose to the
occasion and did not let anything come in the way of it, setting new milestones and accepting new challenges. We not
only shifted to a brand new 500-acres campus in village Ghudda in an effective manner but also transitioned smoothly to
conducting all our teaching, research and administrative activities in online or mixed modes with the help of our
Learning Management System {LMS) with e-PG Pathshala course contents. These 530 learning modules are also made
available for the national & global student community. We were one of the first universities in the country to have
conducted fully online end semester exams on schedule successfully.

In my first year as the Vice-Chancellor of the Central University of Punjab, | noticed the exponential potential the
university carries. Evidence of this observation is provided by its NIRF-2021 ranking of 84 as well asits ranking of 12 in the
'"Top Central Universities of India' Category in Outlook-ICARE India Annual Rankings 2020. The talented faculty members,
staff and the students of the university have been putting in their best efforts for these achievements as evidenced by the
total number of publications and externally funded projects the university has secured. A total of 88 externally funded
research projects worth Rs. 30.46 crores were formulated/carried out during the year, out of which 15 projects worth Rs.
11.84 crores were sanctioned during the year by external agencies like DST-FIST, MoFPI, NMHS, DST-SERB, ICMR,
UGC, DAE. Here, the university maintained its best Faculty-to-Research-Projects ratio in India.

With more than 269 research articles published during the year in high impact journals such as Lancet, Nature, and
indexed in SCOPUS and WoS scholarly databases, the research output of the university has been consistently enhanced.
This includes the highest h-index amongst newly established Central Universities and other regional universities.
Additionally, the university had 12 functional collaborations with international and national organisations/institutions
through MoUs, during the year.

The two-day Virtual International Akhand Conference 'EDUCON-2020', inaugurated by Hon'ble Union Education
Minister Shri (Dr.) Ramesh Pokhriyal 'Nishank', has proven to be a landmark event where the organisational prowess of
the CUP was at full display. Additionally, the university conducted multiple online lectures/ seminars and workshops for
continuous professional development as well as for awareness generation and implementation of the National
Education Policy-2020, among its faculty members, staff and students.

In pursuance of fulfilling the vision of India as Vishwa Guru as articulated in the National Education Policy-2020, the
Central University of Punjab is fully dedicated to implementing all aspects of the policy in its curricula and other
educational practices. We have restructured our syllabi to inculcate experiential and skill-based learning, in addition to
providing the Multiple-Entry-Exit provisions for our students. The university is fully dedicated to realising the vision of
our Hon'ble Prime Minister, Shri Narendra Modi, of making India a global leader in education, research, and innovation.
