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3.1 Student Support Services

The following support services are offered by the university to help the students in their academic and co-
curricular activities. The support services function under the expert guidance of various committees constituted
for the purpose.

3.1.1 Academics

In order to provide conducive atmosphere for teaching and learning the state-of-the-art air-conditioned class
rooms enabled with latest visual aids are available. Each class room has on an average seating capacity of 25
students.

Video conferencing using NKN (National Knowledge Network) infrastructure has also been initiated for
facilitating regular interaction with other institutions in the country.

The computer centre with a capacity of 180 seats has 169 workstations with latest operating systems and
softwares having one Gigabyte internet connectivity. Computers with i7 processors have been purchased to aid
fast processing. LAN connectivity is provided in the entire campus to assist smooth internal communication.

Wi-Fi connectivity is accessible in the entire Academic Block, Mess-cum-Canteen and is being extended to the
entire campus.

Software and Research laboratories have been set up to help the Computer Science students in their studies and
research.

An air-conditioned reading room has been set up in the academic block to provide opportunity to the students to
fully concentrate on studies using their own books and laptops.

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In view of the multifaceted and multistreamed outlook of the university a seminar series featuring invited talks by
eminent scholars from across the world in all disciplines was organized that has proved highly beneficial to the
students as well as the faculty.

3.1.2 Library

Realizing the importance of information needs of students and faculty to support their teaching learning
process and to provide them information in their research activity, the university has a modern, well-
stocked, well-maintained, automated air-conditioned central library. It is set up as an integral part of
university system to cope up with its multidimensional activities. It provides access to 14,222 books housed
on the library stacks. It subscribes to 85 international and national print journals and has connectivity to
9,107 full text on line journals.

The library also provides access to collection of periodicals of 22 university libraries in India.
The library has RFID and electromagnetic security system for tracking and self-issue and return of books.

It has latest photocopying machines for providing reprographic service to library users. A high precision
book scanner has been installed for digitization of important books and manuscripts.

To provide maximum access to its information resources the library remains open from 9 am. to # p.m.

The Local Library Committee (LLC),takes care to frame the rules for its use, to guide and promote its further
development. The LLC, in its advisory and supervisory capacities, is responsible for the day-to-day
functioning of the University Library. The LLC in coordination with the library staff, makes sure that the
library rules are followed and the discipline in library is maintained. It plans, coordinates and executes the
development activities of the library, as required from time to time, in conjunction with the university
administration. It meets up at regular intervals in order to take stock of the situation and to advise the library
in order to pursue issues of importance.

4. Accreditation of Courses by AICTE

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5. MoUs with Other Institutions

The university reiterating its commitment to expand the interdisciplinary and inter-institutional academic
and research activities across the nation, signed memoranda of understanding with three institutions in the country.
The faculty exchange programme for short duration and sharing of library and laboratories is possible under these
MoUs. The university signed MoUs with the following institutions in the year 2012-13:

5.1 Information and Library Network (INFLIBNET) Centre

An e-awareness programme was organised on 19" May, 2012 at the City Campus of the University. Dr. R. K.
Chadha, Joint Secretary, Parliament of India, New Delhi, was the Chief Guest, and the Guest of Honour on the
occasion was Dr. Jagdish Arora, Director, Information and Library Network (INFLIBNET) Centre, Ahmedabad. Dr.
Chadha and Dr. Arora, delivered lectures on e-awareness in education and research programmes. INFLIBNET has
initiated Shodhganga, a network compilation of all research theses and publications to reduce the duplicity in the
research programmes. On the occasion, an agreement was signed between the two institutions.

Shodhganga is an e-programme initiated by the INFLIBNET to provide a platform for research students to
submit their Ph.D. theses and make it available to the entire academic community through open access. It also has
the ability to capture, index, store, disseminate and preserve the work submitted by the researchers. The MoU will
now enable the university faculty members and the students to have an open access to research projects from across
all the universities having signed similar MoU. Apart from easy availability of research material, this will also check

the plagiarism in research and academic publications.

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6. BOOK EXHIBITION

Every year the university organizes a book exhibition to purchase new books on different subjects of
studies.

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7. Infrastructure Development

7.1. University Museum

The university has set up a museum which in addition to the depiction of arts, crafts and culture of the Malwa
region of Punjab has a section dedicated to the history of the university. The premises in which the university is now
operating was actually a defunct Spinning Mill, lying desolate, a home to stray animals and wild vegetation. The first
segment of the museum, which is a photo-gallery, depicts the change of this forbidden site into a first class campus
through comparative photographs. The second part of the museum exhibits the history of Bathinda region and its
historical monuments, including the medieval fort, the 13th century dargah of Haji Ratan, late 19" or early 20" century
havelis and other vital buildings of the city, capturing the change of architectural styles over time.

Many articles which were a part of the everyday life of people of Punjab in twentieth century and almost extinct
now, are displayed in the museum. These articles are donated to the museum by a benevolent private collector of Barnala,
Mrs. Savita Goel and many more. The Malwa region holds archaeological significance, with a number of ancient mounds
which have not been so far systematically excavated. The objects found on the surface of these mounds at villages Sirkap,
Maan, Marahar, Lakhmirewala, Kali Bangan (Rajasthan) etc. constitute another major section of the museum.

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7.2 Laboratory Infrastructure

Existing laboratories are well equipped for handling practical classes for courses offered by the university
and high-end research needs of faculty in the centre for biosciences, chemical and pharmaceutical sciences and
environmental science and technology. The laboratories have been further strengthened during 2012-13, by the
procurement of sophisticated instruments for research including Fourier Transform Infrared Spectrometer, Atomic
Absorption Spectrometer, Gas Chromatography-Mass Spectrometer. Centre-wise detail of these laboratories is
given below:

7.2.1 Centre for Biosciences

The bioscience laboratories have been provided with a biofermentor for the microbiological work.

The animal tissue culture laboratory has been strengthened by adding multiple units for electrophoresis and
setup for southern blotting.

A new research laboratory for PG students has been established for research in neurodegenerative diseases
having a laminar air flow, table top mini centrifuge, water distillation plant, orbital shaker incubator for bacterial
cultures, UV — trans illuminator, gel electrophoresis units and temperature controlled water baths. In addition, a new
sample processing laboratory to support research work in molecular genetics has also been established. Both the new
laboratories are supporting the research work of nearly 20 masters, M. Phil. and Ph. D. students.

7.2.2 Centre for Chemical and Pharmaceutical Sciences

The centre is going to start new courses M.Pharm. (Pharmacognosy and Phytochemistry), Translational
Biomedical research (PG diploma) from the academic session 2013-14 in addition to the already running courses
M.Pharm.-Ph.D. integrated programme (Medicinal Chemistry), M.Pharm. (Medicinal Chemistry) and M.Sc. (Medicinal
Chemistry). Medicinal Chemistry Laboratory was inaugurated by the Hon'ble Chancellor on November 7, 2012. It is
equipped with well-furnished chemical resistant furniture suitable for performing the synthetic reactions, high quality
fume hoods for carrying out hazardous reactions and their workup procedures and performing purification of new
medicinal entities/intermediates through column chromatography. Laboratory is also in-built with various instruments
of international standards such as rotary evaporators (Ilmvac) for evaporation of high boiling solvents at reduced
pressure, accelerated solvent system (Buchi), microwave synthesizer (Biotage), digital magnetic stirrers, digital
melting point apparatus, digital pH meters, latest microscopes, moisture analyser, water purification system for the
supply of ultrapure HPLC grade water and vacuum ovens. Further, the procurement of instruments like NMR, HPTLC,
automated flash chromatography system, polarimeter, immersion cooler for reaction at low temperature is in process.

Presently the faculty of the Centre is involved in the following research activities:

Design and synthesis of novel small heterocycles as anticancer, antimalarial and xanthine oxidase inhibitors
Synthesis and methodology development of small bioactive molecules

Reactions employing green processes

Natural product based drug discovery specially focusing on anticancer and anti-diabetics

Presently there are 8 students pursuing their M.Pharm. dissertation work and one Junior
Research Fellow in this laboratory.
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Views of Medicinal Chemistry laboratory
7.2.3 Centre for Environmental Science and Technology

The Centre for Environmental Science and Technology has 10 Ph.D. students and 9 M.Phil. students currently pursuing
their dissertation work. The research interest of the faculty in the centre includes water and wastewater treatment
technology, environmental monitoring of pesticides and inorganic toxins, prospecting bioenergy, microbial fuel cell
and bioremediation. These themes are being realised primarily in two laboratories as listed below:

A. Environmental Wet Chemistry Laboratory

The Wet Chemistry Laboratory in the Centre for Environmental Science and Technology is primarily an environmental
chemistry laboratory equipped with various instruments for the physico-chemical characterization of water,
wastewater and soil. The existing Environmental Wet Chemistry Laboratory has been extended in this particular
session to be capable for analysis of the energy materials and air sampling. This laboratory has the following

instruments:

The Environmental Laboratory has been set up for monitoring biological parameters of water/wastewater and
soil biodiversity. The facilities in the laboratory include an RO distillation plant and an incubator shaker.

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7.2.4 Central Instrumentation Laboratory

Central instrumentation laboratory established in 2010, was created with the vision to cater high-end research

instrument requirements of different schools of the university through a common portal. The central instrumentation

laboratory would focus on the optimum usage of the equipments and instruments for the basic and technological

research of the university.

The facility earlier had acquired through the institution funds an Ultra High Performance Liquid Chromatography

(UPLC), UV-Vis spectrometer and Fluorescence Microscope. In the present year following upgradations and new

additions were made in the central instrumentation laboratory:

1.

Atomic Absorption Spectrophotometer: This instrument is useful in the analysis of eleven trace metal ions
including Cr, As, Se, Mn, Hg, Pb, Fe, Co, Na, Cu, Al upto parts per billion (ppb) level using flame, hydride vapour
generator and graphite furnace techniques in water, soil, sludge, biomass and biological samples.

2. Voltameter: Metrohm voltameter has been installed for the trace level metal analysis upto parts per trillion level in

environmental and biological samples including, Uranium, Arsenic, Lead and Mercury.

Fourier Transiorm Infrared (FTIR) Spectrophotometer: IR spectroscopy equipped with ATR and diffused
reflectance for complete analysis of solid, liquid and advanced materials.

Ultra High Pressure Liquid Chromatography (UPLC): This UPLC Ulimate-30 Dionex system from
Thermoscientific Inc. has been upgraded with a manual injection assembly and fluorescence detector. The
instrument was already equipped with automated quaternary solvent system having a UV based DAD Detector and
auto sampling facility. The present expansion of the capabilities would lead to wider area of application in analysis of
organic analytes of biological relevance and natural products.

5. Gas Chromatography-Mass Spectrometer: Shimadzu make Gas Chromatography-Mass Spectrometer,

Model QD-2010 Ultra has been installed with a Flame Ionization Detector (FID), Electron Capture Detector (ECD)
and Chemical Ionization-Electron Ionization (CI/EI) mode Mass Spectrometer (MS) detector. Software has the
provision of latest library of information on mass spectrometry of organic compounds. The system is installed with
an autosampler and a state-of-art headspace sampler for rapid, refined and clean analysis of samples. The primary
use of the system is in the analysis of samples containing organochlorine pesticides, organophosphorus/nitrogen

pesticides, polyaromatic hydrocarbons and organic compounds of natural origin.

Gas Chromatography: Gas chromatography Nucon 5765 with
Flame Ionization Detector (FID) and Thermal Conductivity Detector
(TCD) from Nucon Engineers, New Delhi has been installed for macro
and micro level analysis of analytes. The system has been developed
for dedicated analysis of biogas and producer gas.

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7.3 University Library

The seating capacity of the air-conditioned reading hall of the university library, equipped with elegant modular
furniture, has been increased to 140. The library has acquired the latest RFID for automatic self-issue and return
of books, and has also been put under electronic surveillance system.

More than 4000 books were added to the library in the year 2012-13, raising the total number of books to 14,222.
The subscription to print journals has been increased from 61 to 85, thus an addition of 24 national and
international journals is made.

The number of full text online journals available under several bibliographic databases has been increased from
7401t0 9107, an increase of 1706 journals in the year 2012-13. The bibliographic database and full text resources,
UGC INFONET' programme, ScienceDirect, Springer, J-STOR, Wiley-Blackwell, SAGE, Taylor and Francis,
Project Muse, American Chemical Society, IEL Online, Science Online, Institute of Physics, Oxford University
Press and Cambridge University Press were added.

Library provides access to periodical collection of 22 university libraries in India through JCCC UGC INFONET,
World Bank E-Library and has institutional membership of DELNET.

The entire bibliographic collection of library is available in online electronic database, called Online Public
Access Catalogue (OPAC).

20 CCTV cameras have been installed in the library for security purpose.

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7.4 Computer Centre

The facility and strength of Computer Centre was enhanced by adding 4 blade servers increasing the number of
blade servers to twelve. The number of desktop computers having latest software increased from 100 to 169.

1. Software Laboratory and Research Laboratory have been established for the exclusive use of M.Tech. students in
Computer Science and Technology.

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7.5 Day Care Centre

Many students and faculty members with single unit families, both the parent working, away from the joint
family system, were facing enormous difficulties in looking after their siblings.

The university, realizing this problem and providing a hassle free work environment, established a Day Care
Centre (CUPB-DCC) to look after their children (above 6 months).The centre is equipped with an air-conditioned
room, a kitchen with refrigerator, microwave oven, water purifier and the toys, baby cribs, rocker, etc. A child care
attendant has been appointed to take care of the children. The day care facility for children is provided at a nominal
fee.

Three new hostels, one for boys and two for girls were added with the capacity of 36 and 72, respectively.
The present students residing in these hostels are 110.
