The fourth year of my association with the University as the Vice-Chancellor has been a significant period for the CUPB in
terms of the visible advancements made in the enhanced standards in both teaching and research. This has further
helped us explore and pursue the University’s tremendous potential for exceptional academic excellence. The CUPB
chose not to sit on its laurels after receiving an ‘A’ grade (old scheme) from the National Assessment and Accreditation
Council (NAAC) in the very first evaluation cycle within the 6th year of the establishment of the campus— a relatively rare
accomplishment for any newly-established University---but to strive further to surpass its prior achievements. The CUPB
is a proud recipient of a number of new major R&D projects, i.e. Ministry of Food Processing Industries (MoFPI) worth of
Rs. 20 Crore; NMHS (MoEF&CC) coordinated Project on Himalayan Ecology of Rs. 4.68 Crore; two different grants
worth Rs. 4.63 crores and Rs. 96 lakh, respectively under the PMMMNMTT (Pandit Madan Mohan Malaviya National
Mission on Teachers and Teaching, sponsored by the Ministry of Human Resource Development); DST- FIST
(Department of Human Genetics and Molecular Medicine) Rs. 97 lakh, and several others. The University has
maintained a very good demand ratio of 1:41 for P. G. and 1:72 for Ph. D. admissions. Various workshops and seminars
have already been conducted to give orientation and exposure to, and to equip hundreds of faculty members with
innovative and current academic practices in both teaching and research, which in turn will immensely contribute to
nation building.

The existing research grants and funds are worth Rs. 57 Crore (sanctioned so far). These grants have spiked the already
dynamic research activities at the CUPB. In addition, | feel very happy and privileged to see that my University, the CUPB,
continues to stand at number one position in research output with respect to relative research paper citations in Web of
Science h-Index and SCOPUS h-Index, while CUPB stands at the fore front in RG Score, total research papers in
SCOPUS and SCOPUS citations amongst all the new central universities.

While making the University a hub of innovation, the CUPB also ensures the creation of an approachable and conducive
atmosphere for learners from all strata of the society. With 11 schools, 22 departments (including the one sanctioned in
March 2018), the CUPB offers a far wider choice of courses from Applied Agriculture, Environmental Sciences, Human
and Animal Genetics, South and Central Asian Studies, Journalism and Mass Communication, Financial Administration,
and Education to Languages and Literature. Students from twenty-eight states of India make the campus a shining
example of the motto of ‘unity-in-diversity’ of the Indian nation. The upcoming shifting of the University from the City
Campus to the newly built Main Campus in Ghudda will definitely make this potentially excellent University more
accessible to alarger number of and far wider variety of potential stakeholders in the future.

The results of the extraneous efforts made by my industrious faculty members, talented students, and diligent staff are
quite visible for all to witness, and are consolidated in the report in your hands.
