In my five years of association with the Central University of Punjab, the university has crossed many a milestone and has been
striding on in its pursuit of further challenges to overcome and to set even higher standards in teaching and research. Additionally,
The CUPB, this year, completed a decade of its establishment that saw it transform from a three- room camp office with ten
students to a state-of-the-art university campus that has ignited thousands of young minds in pursuit knowledge, wisdom, and

service of the nation.

This year, once again, the CUPB succeeded in registering unprecedented growth in research and teaching. It is a validation of
university's growing credibility among students that during the year 2019-20, the demand ratio for PG programmes has been 1:48,
and for Ph.D. programme there were about 104 applicants for one seat. The university has become a well-known brand in the
academic world as it is performing exceptionally well in all areas of academic excellence and capacity building. The university
secured externally-funded research projects and DST-FIST grant from MoFPl, NMHS MoEF&CC, PMMMNMTT, Ministry of
Environment, Forest and Climate Change, and IMPRESS scheme. The University is credited with best Faculty to Project ratio in the
country. Additionally, the CUPB secured the top rank in h-index (Scopus = 31) and relative h-index (Web of Sciences) -28 amongst
Central Universities established in 2009. With this, the CUPB has consolidated its position as one of the fastest emerging centres of

academicresearch andinnovation. UGC has recognized the University for its Best Practices.

The CUPB, with 95" rank, is the youngest in the top 100 of the total 3127 institutions of Higher Education and 1" amongst all the
new Central Universitiesin the MHRD's National Institute Ranking Framework (NIRF) Ranking, 2019. The university was accredited
with 'A' grade at the first evaluation of the National Assessment and Accreditation Council (NAAC). The CUPB is the first Central
University and the only up-to-date institution to have adopted National Academic Depository (NAD), which boosts the

digitalisation of the academic world.

On the occasion of the tenth anniversary of the university, the UGC has sanctioned nine new departments. With the total number
of 11 schools comprises 31 departments, the university now offers 42 PG and 28 PhD courses with students from 27 states and
teachers from 18 states of India, which is a sign of our commitment to reach each corner of the country to garner talent to provide
easy access to and benefit of knowledge to all. The pre-eminence of the university in excellence in research and teaching attracts

talented students fromall over the country and abroad.
