Bid Corrigendum

Following terms and conditions supersede all existing “Buyer added Bid Specific Terms and conditions” given in the
bid document or any previous corrigendum. Prospective bidders are advised to bid as per following Terms and
Conditions:

Buyer Added Bid Specific Additional Terms and Conditions

1. OPTION CLAUSE: The Purchaser reserves the right to increase or decrease the quantity to be ordered up to 25
percent of bid quantity at the time of placement of contract. The purchaser also reserves the right to increase
the ordered quantity up to 25% of the contracted quantity during the currency of the contract at the
contracted rates. The delivery period of quantity shall commence from the last date of original delivery order
and in cases where option clause is exercised during the extended delivery period the additional time shall
commence from the last date of extended delivery period. The additional delivery time shall be (Increased
quantity ÷ Original quantity) × Original delivery period (in days), subject to minimum of 30 days. If the original
delivery period is less than 30 days, the additional time equals the original delivery period. The Purchaser may
extend this calculated delivery duration up to the original delivery period while exercising the option clause.
Bidders must comply with these terms.

2. Scope of supply (Bid price to include all cost components) : Supply Installation Testing and Commissioning of
Goods

3. Warranty period of the supplied products shall be 5 years from the date of final acceptance of goods or after
completion of installation, commissioning & testing of goods (if included in the scope of supply), at consignee
location. OEM Warranty certificates must be submitted by Successful Bidder at the time of delivery of Goods.
The seller should guarantee the rectification of goods in case of any break down during the guarantee period.
Seller should have well established Installation, Commissioning, Training, Troubleshooting and Maintenance
Service group in INDIA for attending the after sales service. Details of Service Centres near consignee
destinations are to be uploaded along with the bid.

13. Any ATC clause in contravention with GeM GTC Clause 4 (xiii) (h) will be invalid. In case of multiple L1 bidders
against a service bid, the buyer shall place the Contract by selection of a bidder amongst the L-1 bidders
through a Random Algorithm executed by GeM system.

14. In a category based bid, adding additional items, through buyer added, additional scope of work/ additional
terms and conditions/or any other document. If buyer needs more items along with the main item, the same
must be added through bunching category based items or by bunching custom catalogues or bunching a BoQ
with the main category based item, the same must not be done through ATC or Scope of Work.

Further, if any seller has any objection/grievance against these additional clauses or otherwise on any aspect of this
bid, they can raise their representation against the same by using the Representation window provided in the bid
details field in Seller dashboard after logging in as a seller. Buyer is duty bound to reply to all such representations
and would not be allowed to open bids if he fails to reply to such representations.
